2. Place assembled standards in floor sleeves. If floor sleeves are 3.5" OD please contact Porter for
sleeve adaptors. With the standards in place, rotate upright so the winch (8) faces the outside of the court.

3. Remove the pull pin (4) from each upright and set them to the correct height listed below. If ground
sleeves were installed too deep, adjustable foot (3) can be unscrewed to achieve the correct net height.

4. Attach the net using instructions provided in the net box.
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7. Once tensioned, the winch handle will fold up onto the unit for storage. Attach and tighten net straps
to complete installation. If net height is too short, adjustable feet (3) can be used to raise the system.

Note: Do not attempt to adjust feet while net is under tension.

8. The winch will come attached and tightened on one of your standards. Before play, confirm the
winch is fully secured and tightened down.
