
Step 3: Netting

A. � �After completing the frame 
assembly, carefully tilt the 
frame forward and lay it on the 
ground.

B. � �Then, stretch the netting out 
across the ground, with the 
open end just touching the top 
of the frame. 

C. � �Stand in the center of the frame 
and begin pulling the netting 
onto the tubing, alternating sides 
as you go. 

D.  �Stand your screen back up. Your 
JUGS Quick-Snap® Screen is now 
complete.
